1 The first week of Family Camp 2026 begins

today. Ask the Lord to empower Virgil and Joy

Tanner by His Holy Spirit to pour into the fami-
lies attending, deepening their desire to follow
hard after Jesus.

2 Nic Ludwig connects with pastors across
the country, sharing how the Lord can work
through Life Action in their church. Ask the
Lord to use Nic to encourage and effectively
share the mission of revival with pastors.

3 Road team members who are not returning
to travel are serving in various roles during the
first six weeks of Family Camp. Pray that they
will finish well and find joy in their work with
the families and staff this summer.

4 Aaron Paulus, who has served with Life
Action for over 20 years, is currently the Senior
Director of Operations and Church Events. Pray
for wisdom and insight as Aaron makes deci-
sions to help create spaces for churches to seek
Jesus, and as he and Victoria lead their family.

5 Pray that God uses the leadership of Life
Action’s Board of Directors to keep us centered
on His Word and a positive force for spiritual
change in today'’s culture.

6 Take time today to prepare to worship the
Lord in spirit and truth with your local congre-
gation. May you be renewed in your vision and
view of the Lord as you pray today!

7 Cover the programming staff at Life Action
Camp as they serve behind the scenes to ensure
that guests have a wonderful time of reconnec-
tion with each other while growing in the Lord.

8 Week 2 of Family Camp, under the lead-
ership of Ryan and Maryann Loveing, begins
today. Pray that the hearts of fathers and moth-
ers will be impacted in such a way that the lives
of their families will be forever changed in the
admonition and love of the Lord.

10 Lift up the CREW members at Family
Camp as they work in the kitchen, help with
activities and housekeeping, serve as family
assistants, and much more throughout the
week. Ask the Lord to deeply impact their lives
as they minister this summer.

11 Serving as Church Events Coordinator, Tara
Wallace has a heart for organizing and support-
ing events that bring people closer to God. Ask
God to fill her with His Spirit and work through
her as she serves.

12 Intercede for the families scheduled to
come to a week of Family Camp. Ask the Lord
to prepare their hearts to respond to His Spirit,
bringing them fullness of life.

13 Cover Darcy and Debby Martin today as
Darcy serves in IT, asking God to give great
insight and expertise in providing the most
useful equipment available, enabling our staff
to minister effectively.

14 For Jeff (Spanky) and Maria Mann, serving
at Life Action has been more than just a job; it's
a mission to help others find spiritual renewal
and transformation. Ask God to strengthen
their hearts as they serve with energy and joy,
and to abundantly provide for them.

15 Today, as Week 3 of Family Camp begins,
pray for John and Donna Avant as they share
from their lives and hearts, asking God to grow a
love for Him and each other within the families
attending. May those families “on the fringe” be
engaged and leave with fire in their souls for
what God has in store for them.
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16 As our church event team leaders prepare
for the upcoming travel year, ask God to raise up
churches and other venues to fill their schedules.
Ask Him to open doors to new churches desiring
to hear the message of revival.

17 Jimmy and Lori Herdklotz have poured
into countless guests, staff, and volunteers as
they faithfully serve at Life Action Camp. Pray
for them as they continue to care for staff and
create events that help guests connect to the
Lord and each other, and encourage their four
adult sons to be strong leaders.

18 We have many opportunities to capture
“God stories” of how lives have been changed
in unexpected ways. Ask the Lord to help us
gather these stories for future use, to encour-

age others to follow Christ wholeheartedly.

19 In just a few weeks, returning and new
church event team members will join us to pre-
pare for the fall travel season. Ask God to focus
their hearts completely on Him as they raise
prayer and financial support in anticipation of
what the Lord has for them in the coming year.

20 Ask the Lord to energize the CREW and
team members who joyfully serve through
cooking, cleaning, helping with activities, assist-
ing families, teaching children, or ministering
through music.

21 As you celebrate Father’s Day, pray that
God would “turn the hearts of the fathers to
their children, and ... cause those who are
rebellious to accept the wisdom of the godly”
(Luke 1:17). Pray that these men will lead their
children in the Lord’s love and wisdom.

22 As Week 4 of Family Camp gets under-
way, ask the Lord to use Mike and Dana Lee,
along with Alex and Ashlyn Lee, to work in a
mighty way, challenging and refreshing the
families attending. Ask God to deepen indi-
vidual walks with Christ as they learn to love
each other more fully during a week of spiritual
growth and old-fashioned fun.

23 Chris and Renee Prediger serve at Life
Action Camp and find great joy in connecting
with guests and building meaningful relation-
ships along the way. Ask the Lord to grant Chris
grace, wisdom, and energy as he faithfully cares
for our guests’ needs.

24 Pray for an extra measure of renewed
grace, stamina, and continued good health for
the staff and volunteers serving at Family Camp
as the summer’s halfway mark approaches.

25 We thank God for all the lives that have
been changed in the last year as His Word has
been shared from the platform and across
media venues and evidenced in personal lives.
We thank Him for His provision, for the work of
His Spirit, and for you who have come along-
side us in prayer!
