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8  As the team and CREW members serve in 
children’s clubs, housekeeping, food service, 
leading worship, or assisting families during 
Family Camp, ask God’s Spirit to bless their 
willingness to serve and give them a growing 
desire to seek after Jesus.

9   Intercede for Chris Gallo and his wife, 
Michelle, and their family, as he works long 
hours this summer preparing the team vehicles 
(RVs for families to reside in, trucks and vans for 
transportation) for another travel year. Ask the 
Lord to give him wisdom as he troubleshoots 
multiple issues.

10   Lift up our nation in prayer, from New 
York to Los Angeles, from Seattle to Miami, as 
we desperately need revival and spiritual awak-
ening in all corners of our country!

11  Take time today to cover our Board of 
Directors in prayer as they prepare for meetings 
in August. Ask the Lord to grant them insight, 
discernment, vision, and His wisdom to lead the 
ministry of Life Action into this next year.

12    Returning team members arrive today to 
help in Family Camp and spend time training 
for the coming year. Pray that the Holy Spirit 
will knit the new teams (returning and new 
members) together to be used for His glory in 
this new season of travel.

13   Today, Week 7 of Family Camp gets 
underway with hosts Brent Paulus and Doug 
Cuthbert. Lift these men (along with their wives, 
Maggie Paulus and Marilyn Cuthbert) before 
the Lord as they challenge each family mem-
ber to say a glad yes to whatever the Lord tells 
them to do.

14 Our fiscal year ended on May 31. Pray for 
our Accounting Team—Susan Norris, Audrie 
Richcreek, and Teri Ditz—as they finalize year-
end details and prepare to meet with auditors. 
Much time and preparation have gone into 
assembling year-end statements.

1   As the Life Action Camp staff enter the half-
way mark for hosting Family Camp, ask the Lord 
to supply the needed stamina, strength, sus-
taining grace, compassion, and joy they need to 
continue to pour into the families attending! 

2  As Nic Ludwig works to contact and 
encourage pastors to host a team this coming 
travel year, ask God to fill each team’s schedule 
fully, to increase ministry and impact lives across 
the nation. This travel year, we will launch two 
teams to minister to pastors and congregations.

3   Pray for our creative team as they continue 
to explore new ways to capture “God stories” 
among those whose lives have been changed 
through an event hosted by Life Action.

4   As the United States celebrates 
Independence Day, earnestly pray that we look 

“through” the government to the Lord for His 
divine leadership and unity, seeking to please 
God above all else and grow in dependence on 
His wisdom and ways.

5  On Monday mornings during Family Camp 
season, Life Action’s staff meet for our weekly 
chapel. As we worship, pray, and hear from the 
Word together, pray that we are united in spirit 
and truth to serve God with wholehearted antic-
ipation of what He will do through this ministry.

6  Week 6 of Family Camp begins today, led by 
Jeremiah and Stephanie Canfield. Ask the Lord 
to turn the hearts of the fathers back to their 
children, leading their families in obedience and 
growth and true knowledge of the Lord.

7  Intercede for the Advancement Team today 
as they work to grow relationships with donors, 
ministering to their needs in prayer and encour-
agement. Pray for the team to manage ministry 
opportunities well to advance Christ’s kingdom.

16   Cover Darcy and Debby Martin today as 
Darcy serves in our IT Department, spending 
hours purchasing, supplying, and repairing 
much-needed equipment for our staff. This is a 
busy time as he prepares the teams for a new 
travel year and keeps up with the ongoing daily 
needs of on-site and remote staff.

17  As Mike (Life Action’s CEO) and Dana Lee 
provide direction to the staff, ask God to refresh, 
renew, and refocus their hearts and minds in 
Him, individually and together as a couple. Ask for 
fresh wisdom and vision in leading this ministry.

18   Doug and Marilyn Cuthbert serve as Care 
Specialists for Life Action. After serving in the 
pastorate for 36 years, they both feel a burden 
to support and care for those in ministry. Ask 
God to empower them to continue in their call-
ing with renewed vision and strength.
 19  Every year, our entire staff meets for a 
corporate time of worship and teaching called 
Seek Week. As this time is being planned for 
mid-August, ask God for wisdom and direction.
 20  Shane and Leigh Black are hosting 
Week 8 of Family Camp. Ask God to use them 
mightily as they lead our guests into times of 
knowing each other more deeply and commit-
ting to be families that follow Christ.

21  Life Action has been blessed to have Steve 
and Debby Canfield serving since 1976. Steve 
and Debby influence the lives of pastors, congre-
gations, and team members as they pour into 
them throughout each travel year with the Blue 
Team. Ask God to refresh them as they prepare 
for another year of “fruit that remains.”

22  Ask the Lord to continue filling the 
teams’ schedules with churches eager to hear 
from and respond to the Lord.

23   Please pray for Kim Adams and her 
husband, Dan, today. Kim has served with Life 
Action for 34 years, passionately desiring revival 
in the church in America. Ask the Lord to bless 
her work as an editor, helping the ministry con-
tinue its impact for Him.

24  Intercede for Joel Dewey, Jim Smith, 
Peter Pappas, John Myers, Dana Lee, and 
Mike Crescenzi. They serve as Advancement 
Representatives for Life Action. Ask the Lord to 
bless the relationship building they do daily to 
impact lives for the work of revival in America.

25  Staff Training begins today, in the midst 
of the final weeks of Family Camp. Pray for 
stamina and for hearts willing to work hard 
and learn while serving. Ask God to use this 
time to prepare the team members for minis-
tering to pastors and congregations beginning 
in September.

26   Pray for the health and well-being of 
our remote staff today. Ask Jesus to minister to 
their spiritual growth as they reach out in care 
and community to those in their neighborhoods, 
shining His light to the nation.

27   Week 9 of Family Camp begins today 
under the leadership of Eric and Amy Stitts. Ask 
God to give our guests outstanding and fun fam-
ily times that are, most importantly, undergirded 
by heart-changing times together in His Word.

28  Each month, we trust the Lord to pro-
vide $35,000 to our general fund, in addition to 
event love offerings and registration fees. Ask 
God to supply this need as only He can.

29   Fun-loving Dave Carroll, the Activities 
Manager at our camp, is passionate about the 
family and friends he works with and ministers 
to at camp. Ask the Lord to honor Dave and his 
wife, Amy, with blessing and provision as they 
serve Him faithfully.

30   As Staff Training continues, lift up 
those called to serve as musicians, Children’s 
Ministers, audio and media techs, and financial 
and business administrators as they learn the 
details of their responsibilities. Ask the Lord to 
bless them with hearts willing to serve Him in 
any situation.

31  Praise God today for being a shelter from 
the storms of life. Ask Him to move greatly 
in the hearts of families who have attended 
Family Camp this summer, as well as those  
who are scheduled to attend.
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
